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Executive summary

In the following pages the main considerations concerning the work done in WPT3 and obtained through the
second series of local workshops are presented. Local workshops are key activities in the development of
ADRISEISMIC project. They have been conceived as local meetings among Project Partner (PP) and the local
stakeholders in order to validate the WPT3'’s outputs and maximize the durability of the project results. In this
respect, all the interested parties will directly benefit from the participation to these events since the local
workshops foreseen during project lifetime will allow to transfer the generated knowledge to the competent
policy-making bodies at different territorial levels and to make it available to other territories and institutions.
Also, thanks to the participation of Associated Partners (AP), the workshop activities are intended to foster the
dissemination of ADRISEISMIC main outputs to the relevant stakeholders and are devoted to the validation,
tailoring an institutionalization of project results.

The Covid-19 pandemic affected the modality of all the ADRISEISMIC local workshops. The introduction
provides an overview of the main objectives of the workshops by considering the events organized by all PPs,
as well as highlights the points of convergence and divergence in their organization and outcomes. Following
the introduction, six chapters are dedicated to present the key takeaways for each Partner Country’s
workshop.

Reports filled in by PPs after the events are included as Annexes.
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Introduction

According to the Application Form (AF), a series of four local workshops (one per semester starting from
Sem. Il to Sem. V) is expected for each WPT and the specific objectives are related to the technical activities
carried out by PPs in the WPT framework. The workshop should be performed in each of the six PP countries.

Furthermore, the workshops should also serve as an occasion to attract and engage further target groups
into project activities. The target groups of local workshops can be considered those people who can
contribute to the development of project activities through fruitful discussion and in the validation of the
achievements of the project. In general, it is possible to refer to all potential stakeholders. Among others:
e Policy: regional and local governing bodies, territorial development institutions, sectoral agencies
etc.
e Public: local residents, associations, schools, local action groups, civil society organizations,
interest groups including NGOs, etc.
e Research: universities and research institutes
e Training centers and schools
e Enterprises and Association of Enterprises operating in the building and construction sector, focused
on restoration and retrofitting of historical buildings.

The Covid-19 pandemic has affected the modalities of all local ADRISEISMIC laboratories. Some partners
managed to organize this remote activity, supported by the LP; only in 2 countries (Croatia and Slovenia) the
workshop was organized face to face.

This document specifically reports the main takeaways concerning the WPT3 “Innovative training packages
for enhancing skills and expertise for tackling seismic vulnerability”. More specifically, this report concerns
the validation of training programmes for the target group of practitioners.

1. General structure of the events

The aim of the local workshop was to validate the training programmes for practitioners with stakeholders.
The report includes the description and outcomes of the 2" series of local workshops that each partner
organized locally. The report describes the methodology applied for stakeholder engagement and it is
structured in 6 chapters (one for each ADRISEISMIC country), reporting the results of the workshops and the
contribution of stakeholders to ADRISEISMIC activities.

Before the event, each PP prepared the necessary material to present the project and to support the thematic
discussion; this latter, collaborating constantly with WPT Leaders as all the workshops strongly relied upon
the activities structured in each WPT. All workshops’ presentations were structured with the aim to introduce
the results achieved so far by the project and to present the activity of the workshops and the expected
results. After the event, each PP was asked to draft an event report indicating general information (e.g.,
venue, date, duration, number of female participants, number of male participants), summarizing the key
takeaways from the workshop and highlighting the most relevant observations, comments and further
recommendations made by the workshop participants. Photos, screenshots of the key slides of the

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presentations and the event’s agenda were to be gathered in the event report as well. As part of the
monitoring procedures in terms of efficacy and efficiency of consortium activities, an evaluation
guestionnaire was made after each event asking for stakeholders’ feedback on several aspects.

The common characteristics in terms of the organization of the event have been:

. Due to the COVID-19 situation, most of the events were held online using different platforms;

° All the PPs devoted the first session of the event to present the project activities, the foreseen
outcomes and the results to be achieved throughout the duration of the project.

° National languages have been used to perform the workshop and maximize the inclusion of
stakeholders;

. According to the general information provided through the event reports, the gender distribution
was monitored and resulted to be displaced on males.

Following this introduction there are six chapters, one for each Partners Country.
The event reports can be found at the end of the deliverable as Annexes.

2. Albanian event

The workshop was held on June 15th, 2021 managed by the Municipality of Gjirokaster and lasted 1 hour. It
was developed in a single session starting from the explanation of the general objectives, the presentation
of results obtained, and the validation of the work done in the WPT3.

Ten participants (7 females and 3 males) attended the event; they belong to the following target groups:
Technical staff from the Municipality of Gjirokaster

External Experts: Physicist, Civil Engineer, Architect, Academia teachers.

The general considerations and the most interesting observations that emerged during the moments of
discussion concerned the following issues:

- structure of training packages and their breakdown into modules

- contents of the training modules

- features of the Moodle platform.

The workshop participants validated the training package addressed to the category of practitioners.

The event was rated as “very successful” by the PP in charge of its organization.

3. Croatian event

The workshop was held on June 16%™, 2021 and was developed in a single session starting from the
explanation of the general objectives, the presentation of results obtained, and the validation of the work
done in WPT3 concerning the training programmes for practitioners.
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Twenty-six participants (10 female and 16 male) attended the event; they belong to the following
stakeholders:

The main objective of the training package aimed at professionals is explained in the workshop.

The objective is in fact to develop an innovative training package and tools that allows to acquire the skills so
that the different professional profiles of the professional category are able to intervene in the seismic
reinforcement process.

The possibilities of using the training modules in a flexible and partial way were also presented as modalities,
according to one's specific needs and the organization of tailor-made training sessions.

Participants commented that earthquake engineering is a particularly important discipline that had been
systematically neglected in Croatia prior to the 2020 earthquakes. They stressed that building enhanced
education and teaching good practices is key to effectively applying existing knowledge and development of
new ones in the future. In addition, the participants highlighted the need to address the problem of disposing
of construction waste after an earthquake.

Conservators and contractors also highlighted the challenge of the local specificities of historical heritage in
terms of materials used and historical ways of building which are now subject to special regulation. They
mentioned, for example, the impossibility of reinforcing stone heritage buildings with iron armor.

They agreed that these specifications need to be considered when developing the training modules.

3.1. Evaluation questionnaire

The whole event was rated as “very successful” by the PP in charge of its organization. Three evaluation
guestionnaires fulfilled by the participant were gathered after the workshop. The workshop was evaluated
as successful and all the stakeholders who filled out the questionnaire are interested in participating in the

forthcoming events.

4, Greek event

The workshop was held on June 22°¢, 2021 organized by the Region of Crete and the University of Crete. It
was developed in a single session starting from the explanation of the general objectives, the presentation
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of results obtained, and the validation of the work done in WPT3 concerning the training programmes for
practitioners.

Twenty-four participants (12 female and 12 male) attended the event, they belong to the following
stakeholders:

- Region of Crete (8)

- Municipality of Rethymno (1)

- University of Crete — Natural History Museum of Crete (3)

- Technical Chamber of Greece — Department of Western Crete (1)

- Ephorate of Antiquities of Rethymno (2)

The outcomes and the methodology used for the development of WPT3 were explained by the speaker of
the University of Crete.

He pointed out that the third WP is about educational packages for strengthening the skills and experience
of people dealing with seismic reinforcement, especially when it comes to cultural monuments.

The main aim of the training package for practitioners is to prepare educational tools to help experts
developing further knowledge and upskills in order to improve their work concerning the resilience of the
structure of buildings and their anti-seismic reinforcement.

The speaker recalled the previous deliverable which consisted in two activities. Firstly, analyses in all
participating countries of existing knowledge concerning seismic armor, the collection of all educational
programmes, ranging from higher education and training to special educational seminars or on the job
trainings. Secondly, the identification of all necessary skills to improve the practitioners’ technical abilities.
The current deliverable consists in the creation of training packaging addressed to practitioners with high
level education or expertise in the construction sector and seismic armor intervention such as: architects,
geologists, engineers, urban landscape designers.

This educational package will be installed on a distant learning platform (Moodle), designed by the University
of Crete and will be translated into 6 languages. This training material will allow trainees to pick up skills,
knowledge and experience to effectively handle historical buildings’ anti-seismic armor.

Participants will have the option to choose the modules that are more relevant to their professional interest
and expertise thanks to the modular nature of the training package.

These educational packages include training concerning urban planning, seismic reinforcement, historical
buildings management, new technological tools such as building recognition using laser, digital
photogrammetry, and technology for radiographing historical buildings. The aim of this training offer is to
improve the skills of practitioners in order to implement the interventions and tests that are required by
current safety regulations.

4.1. Evaluation questionnaire

The whole event was rated as “very successful” by the PP in charge of its organization. All the participants
who filled out the evaluation questionnaire showed interest in being involved in the future local workshops.
More information on the evaluation results can be found in Section 8 and in the Annexes.

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5. Italian event

The workshop was held on July 14", 2021 and was developed in a single session starting from the explanation
of the general objectives, the presentation of results obtained, and the validation of the work done in the
WPT3 concerning the training programmes for practitioners.

The thirty-six participants (14 females and 22 males) attending the event belonged to these stakeholder
groups:

The focus of the workshop was on the presentation and validation of the training package for the
practitioners. This target includes an extended group of profiles who participate in the construction process.
They already have technical skills and in general a fairly high level of entry education. However, they have to
investigate issues concerning seismic retrofitting (meaning by this term the seismic adjustment and
improvement activities). This target includes the classic construction professions (architect, engineer,
surveyor, geologist, etc.) qualified freelancers and employees of public bodies.

The composition of the training packages and the related delivery methods were highlighted. The courses
will be available for free on a Moodle platform.

A total of 15 modules have been identified, divided into 3 macro-categories which are "tools and
technologies", "process management" and "role management." This last category includes transversal skills
that are particularly important in practitioners. The ability to communicate, for example, is a fundamental
skill in technicians, especially if aimed at effectively promoting the need to carry out seismic adaptation
interventions, a need that is often underestimated.

Each participant can compose a personalized training course based on specific training needs, deciding
whether to benefit from specific modules or the entire training course.

The modules will be available online (providing the recordings of the lessons, videos and slides on the Moodle
platform); they will include intermediate and final self-study tests.

As required by the project, only the materials of the core modules will be translated into the languages of
the partner countries.

All the participants in the workshop validated the structure of the training program proposed for
practitioners, believing that it is adequate and capable of effectively responding to the training needs of this
target.

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5.1. Evaluation questionnaire

The whole event was rated as “fairly successful”. The evaluation questionnaire was filled in by thirteen
participants, who expressed satisfaction for the event organized. All the stakeholders that filled in the
evaluation questionnaire are interested in participating in future events and local workshops.

6. Serbian event

The workshop was held on June 14th, 2021 organized by Regional Development Agency Backa. It was
developed in a single session starting from the explanation of the general objectives, the presentation of
results obtained, and the validation of the work done in the WPT3.
Thirty-five people (17 females and 18 males) attending the event belonged to the following target groups:

Dr. Marko Marinkovic, Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Civil Engineering, University of Belgrade,
presented an overview of the activities related to the work package WPT3 which were performed to date,
including an overview of various training programs which are currently offered at various educational
institutions in Serbia.

Package tools have been described, such as Moodle and Syllabus. Participants appreciated that all teaching
materials will be made available in Serbian language.

Furthermore, it was very important and useful to share with the participants a timetable related to the
development of training modules that include skills and abilities to address the seismic vulnerability of
heritage structures.

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The workshop participants were asked to fill in a questionnaire, which included questions seeking their input
about the most suitable institutions for the implementation of the training programs, as well as its optimal
duration.

The responses showed that one or two days is the ideal length and that training courses should be offered at
three levels (basic, intermediate and advanced). Even if this is a valuable input and point of view, the online
and modular structure of the training programme doesn’t allow such modifications: the length and hour
effort can be managed freely by participants and the levels are not necessary, considering that each learner
can decide to skip or add specific modules, according to its starting knowledge.

Participants highlighted their interest in future updates regarding this work package.

6.1. Evaluation questionnaire

The whole event was rated as “very successful” by the PP in charge of its organization. Fourteen evaluation
qguestionnaires were gathered. The things most appreciated were the variety of competences and
experiences of the participants, the discussions that resulted from the presentation of the objectives and
work of WPT3, and the conciseness and clarity in presenting the project and its future developments. The
suggestions for the next events focused more on the duration of the event which according to some should
be shorter to maintain a higher level of concentration. All the stakeholders that filled in the evaluation
guestionnaire are interested in participating in future events and local workshops.

7. Slovenian event

The workshop was held on August 25th, 2021, organized by Slovenian National Building and Civil Engineering
Institute. It was developed in a single session starting from the explanation of the general objectives, the
presentation of results obtained, and the validation of the work done in the WPT3.

The twelve stakeholders (6 females and 6 males) attending the event belonged to the following groups:
- Slovenian National Building and Civil Engineering Institute ZAG (6)
- Construction company GRAS d.o.o0. (1)
- Slovenian Chamber of Engineers (1)
- University of Ljubljana Faculty of Architecture (1)
- Institute for the Protection of Cultural Heritage of Slovenia (1)
- Engineering and consulting company Elea iC (2)

The main purpose of this second workshop related to WPT3 was to present and validate the draft of the
innovative training packages prepared by IIPLE for the target group of practitioners by the Slovenian
stakeholders.

In the first part of the workshop, a presentation of the previous activities, the obtained results with the main
conclusions and further activities were presented to the participants.

In particular, the starting points for drafting this training package were that the existing training offer in the
field of seismic retrofitting is scarce in most countries, there is no publicly accessible database of education

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providers in this field and lastly the existing offer mainly covers the field of seismic design, neglecting all other
important additional aspects of the renovation (e.g. energy efficiency and innovative materials).

In the second part of the presentation the drafts of the training packages and also the Moodle platform were
presented. In addition, the training packages had been viewed prior to the workshop by all the participants.
The guidelines prepared by IIPLE were followed in the discussion.

The main conclusions of the discussion were the following.:

- Most of the topics of the training toolkit are already included in the national education system (civil
engineering and architecture studio), but the idea of gathering all topics related to the field of seismic
adaptation was very well received by all participants. The Moodle platform, available to everyone and free
of charge, was also considered as a good idea.

- Participants found the proposed sequence of training modules appropriate. Furthermore, no proposals have
been submitted regarding the additional contents relating to the seismic restructuring process.

- The workshop participants came from companies, faculties, national institutes and all were interested in
using the material prepared when available.

- The opinion of the participants shows that the contents and the extensions of the course are well set up.
Concerns were raised about the complexity of the individual topics, i.e. whether such complex topics could
be presented well in a few lessons. For this reason, it makes more sense to propose training modules for
specific target groups (workers, public employees for which fewer demanding modules in terms of content
are more suitable).

7.1. Evaluation questionnaire

The whole event was rated as “very successful” by the PP in charge of its organization. All the participants
who filled out the questionnaire were satisfied with the event both in terms of content and in terms of
organization. All the stakeholders that filled in the evaluation questionnaire are interested in participating in
future events and local workshops.

8. General findings from the workshops and overall satisfaction
from PPs

In all 6 countries where the workshop was organized, the objective of validating the training programs for
practitioners was achieved. The contents developed were considered adequate to meet the needs
concerning seismic evaluation and retrofitting.

The flexible structure, divided into modules that can be used separately, was particularly appreciated by all
the stakeholders. Furthermore, the possibility of using the didactic modules in one's own language is
definitely a positive aspect. Finally, the choice of locating all training materials on a Moodle platform suitable
for distant learning activities will allow greater use of the training packages that have been created and the
involvement of a wide audience.

As shown in Figure 1, there was a difference among the local workshops in terms of the number of
participants.

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Concerning the field of expertise of participants and their belonging to one of the categories (e.g., national,

regional and local authority, interest groups including NGOs, higher education and research, training centers

and schools, enterprises — SMEs) we can see Table n.1. It shows how five have succeeded in covering almost

all the categories identified as relevant while Albania have covered only some relevant target groups.

The third WP is about creatively educational packages for skills and experience strengthening of people who are
occupied with seismic reinforcement especially when it comes to cultural monuments. As Mr Charalampos
Fassoulas, WP3 moderator, mentioned, main aim is to prepare educational instruments for helping experts to
develop extra knowledge and upskills so they can improve their work about the resilience of these building’s
constructions, as well as for the reinforcement in case of a strong earthquake. These packages will be developed
by a set of actions and deliverables till the end of the program. First deliverable was existing knowledge situation
analysis from all participating countries seismic armor, collection of all educational programs from supreme
training till special educational seminars or even simple job trainings and identification of all necessary skills
which can help investigate essential capacities and focus the program in order that we can succeed an optimum
result.

Mr Fassoulas continued with the second deliverable, the creation of educational packages which are
distinguished in four work force categories concerned about seismic armor, as civil servants, technical labors,
public servants and volunteers. He explained that technical labors package is almost ready and presented it,
saying that people who could be interested ins are architects, geologists, engineers, urban landscape designers,
with high degree education or expertise to construction field and seismic armor intervention, embracing their
knowledge and skills. For every package, as Mr Fassoulas said, a curriculum has been designed, that include all
information about the aim, structure and implementation way. These four educational packages will be installed
on a Moodle, distant learning platform, designed by University of Crete, will be translated into 6 languages
including all necessary material and instructions. He pointed out that principal purpose is the facility of a solid
and orientated process and through the use of this material all trainees will pick up skills, knowledge and
experience in order that can effectively handle historical buildings antiseismic armor. It's important the fact that
trainees can drop from one section to another, choosing the most interesting to them, for example architects
may be more interested about immediate evaluation building static attitude instead of other sections being liked
to engineers. These educational packages include knowledge for all urban planning, seismic reinforcement,
historical buildings management, all new tech instruments for extra skills about modern materials, building
recognizing by using laser, digital photogrammetry, and whatever technology offer for radiographing a historical
building. So, as a result will improve abilities, notably to law methodology for examining a building, but also
necessary interventions and tests for recognizing current safety.

About platform structure Mr Fassoulas explained that through curriculum, a person can take info for every
section, like info for section’s aim, duration, contents, questions-answers and tests during the participation,
presentations, videos, reports, lectures, translated instruments etc. Two of the sections will be translated to 6

Key takeaways from the session:

The 2™ workshop for WPT3 part was organized with the main purpose to present and to validate draft of
the prepared innovative training packages for the target group of practitioners by our national
stakeholders. Training packages were prepared by IIPLE.
In the first part of the workshop, dedicated to WPT3, a presentation of previous activities, results with
main conclusions and further activities were presented to participants. The main conclusion drawn by
IIPLE, prepared on the basis of the collected data of all the countries involved in the project were that:
- the existing training offer in the field of seismic retrofitting is poor in most of the countries,
- thereis no publicly accessible database of education providers in this field and
- the existing offer covers mainly the field of seismic design, neglecting all other additional important
aspects of renovation (such as energy efficiency, innovative materials ...).
In the second part of the presentation, draft of the training packages and also the Moodle platform were
presented. Afterwards the discussion holds part.
Due to the large volume of educational material for practitioners (description of target group and training
modules), the training package were send in advance to all the participants (one week before the event).
In the discussion we followed the guidelines prepared by IIPLE.
The main conclusions related to each question after the discussion were:
1. How could you implement the training modules for practitioners in your national context and
educative structure?
Most of the topics are already included in our national educational system (study of civil engineering
and architecture), but the idea for gathering all the topics related to the field of seismic retrofitting
were very well accepted among all the participants. Also the Moodle platform, which is available to all
and free of charge, was accepted as good idea.
2. How could the modules be combined to create a coherent training path?
The participants found the proposed sequence of training modules appropriate. There were also no
proposals regarding the additional contents related to the seismic renovation process.
3. Who could be the beneficiaries/target groups of the modules in your national context? (Professionals,
professional orders, trade unions...)
The participants of the workshop were from companys, faculties, national institutes and everyone was
interested in using the prepared material when it became available.
4. How do you evaluate the contents of the modules? Are they enough detailed?
We look at the draft of the 15 modules. The opinions of the participants were that the content
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extensions are well set up. Concerns, however, were about the complexity of individual topics, namely
whether such complex topics can be presented well enough in a few lessons. For this reason, the
proposal of training modules for other target groups, especially for workers, civil servants which is less
demanding in terms of content, makes more sense to participants.

Possible changes about the event/workshop to get more engagement from stakeholders:

For the next series of local workshops, we would like to involve the Ministry of the Environment and Spatial
Planning of Slovenia (which has the role of the decision-making body), as well as some municipalities and,
depending on the target group (who the training is intended to), also some companies which employ
construction workers or other participants.

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The presenter explained that the main goal of the package is to prepare an innovative training package and tools
that would enable all professional figures involved in seismic upgrading to develop the knowledge and specific
skills necessary to fulfil the intended tasks. The possibilities of using the training modules in a flexible and partial
way according to one's specific needs and organizing tailor-made training sessions were also presented.

Participants commented that the construction profession and earthquake engineering as an especially important
discipline were systematically neglected in Croatia prior to the 2020 earthquakes. They expressed satisfaction
with the content of the Workshop and highlighted the usefulness of the project. They stressed that educating
about building strengthening and teaching good practices is key to the successful application of existing
knowledge and the development of new ones in the future. They emphasize the need to cover the problem of
disposing of construction waste after an earthquake.

Conservators and contractors have highlighted the challenge of the local specificities of historical heritage in
terms of the materials used and the historical ways of building that are under special regulation today. They
mentioned, for example, the impossibility of strengthening stone heritage buildings with iron reinforcement.

During the session Dr. Marko Marinkovic, Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Civil Engineering, University of
Belgrade, presented an overview of the activities related to the work package WPT3 which were performed to
date, including an overview of various training programs which are currently offered at various educational
institutions in Serbia. It was important to describe the content and curriculum of new training modules which
will be developed in the framework of the ADRISEISMIC project. Dr. Marinkovic also explained training package
tools, such as Moodle and Syllabus. The participants were pleased to learn that all training materials will be made
available in Serbian language. It was very important and useful to share with the participants a timetable related
to the development of training modules related to expertise and skills for tackling seismic vulnerability of heritage
structures. After the presentation the participants were invited to fill out a questionnaire, which included
guestions seeking their input regarding the most suitable institutions for implementation of training
programmes, as well as the optimal duration of the training programs. It is interesting that most participants
responded that one or two day long training programs are ideal, and almost all participants responded that
trainings should be offered at three levels (basic, intermediate, and advanced). This is valuable input for the final
outlook and future organization of training courses. Please refer to Section 2 of this report for the summary of
the results.

The participants showed interest in future updates regarding this work package.

Is there anything you would change about the event/workshop to get more engagement from stakeholders?

If so, what?

Following consultations with the technical expert team, RDA Backa opted for the online modality for the second
workshop as well in order to ensure participation of the stakeholders from outside of Novi Sad area, e.g. Belgrade-
based representatives from the University of Belgrade - Faculty of Civil Engineering and Faculty of Architecture.
Regrettably, their turnout was not as high as anticipated, which could be attributed to the June exams period. On
the other hand, more representatives from the local self-governments from the Backa Region joined, as well as
representatives from the Museum of Novi Sad and the City of Novi Sad Council in charge for Culture. Therefore,
should the Coronavirus related situation allow, the next series of workshops will be organised in presence, with
the possibility of online participation for those who are unable to travel to Novi Sad. In presence modality should
enable more interaction between the stakeholders and the presenters and a more effective discussion, which
lacked at this workshop.

Even so, the overall impression is that the event was very successful given the circumstances. The results of the
second workshop evaluation questionnaire are shown in Section 3 of this report.

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The last part of the workshop was dedicated to updates regarding the WPT3 activities.

This is the work of preparing three training packages that have been designed for 3 different targets:
professionals, public employees (who follows the seismic adjustment and improvement procedures from the
point of view of administrative and bureaucratic procedures) and construction workers.

The first training package of the project presented was the one addressed to technicians, with the aim of
obtaining participants validation.

The target of technicians includes an extended group of profiles who participate in the construction process.
They already have technical skills and in general a fairly high level of entry education. However, they have to
investigate issues concerning seismic retrofitting (meaning by this term the seismic adjustment and
improvement activities). This target includes the classic construction professions (architect, engineer, surveyor,
geologist, etc.) qualified freelancers and employees of public bodies.

The composition of the training packages and their methods of delivery were highlighted. The trainings will be
freely available on a Moodle platform.

The training modules of the first package concern 3 macro areas: “tools and technologies”, “process
management” and “role management”. It was highlighted that the latter case concerns transversal skills. For
example, the management of safety, waste and materials in the construction site, economic management and
financing, as well as communication skills. The need for these latter skills has been already highlighted in the
first workshop. These skills consist in the ability to communicate and promote the need for seismic retrofitting
interventions and are too often underestimated in providing general preparation in this subject. Anyway,
communication ability is essential, above all for technicians with a role in the public administration.

15 modules, according to the thematic areas, were identified and divided in the 3 macro-categories. This
structure has been developed to allow the use of the modules either as a complete programme or individually.
With a view to self-learning, users will be given the opportunity to follow only the lessons that interest them.
Each user will thus be able to tailor his own learning path.

The modules will be available online (providing the recordings of the lessons, videos and slides on a Moodle
platform) and will provide intermediate and final self-learning tests.

As required by the project, only the materials of fundamental modules will be translated into the languages of
the partner countries.

During the plenary session some live questions were also asked to the participants. The results have been
reported in the pdf attached to this report. It should be noted that 100% of participants believes the structure
of the training program is adequate for the course objective and recipients.

Members of the workshop have also been asked to complement the information if something was missing, in
order to validate the training modules.

Workshop participants external to the project but belonging to the world of training made specific comments.
It has been reported that the modules are also usable for training packages external to the Adriseismic project.
In fact, the contents and training methods are useful especially after the Covid-19 pandemic. The modularity of
the course and his use according to need was also considered very useful. The prepared modules can be used
in ITS activities that are about to start in construction schools in which a part relating to seismic aspects was
already foreseen.
